Georgetown, Ca Route
Destination: Main Street Café & Grill in Georgetown
Chevron Station (used to be Vallero) at 5231 Bradshaw Road. Meet at 9:15 earplugs in and leave by 9:45
Right on Hwy 16
Left on Old Sacramento Road AT 22.5 Miles
Left onto Hwy 49
Right on SR-193 (Georgetown Road) AT 68.6 Miles
Arrive at Main Street in Georgetown for lunch at The Main Street Café & Grill

From Main Street go Left on Marshall Road AT 81.3 Miles
Left on Garden Valley Road AT 85 Miles 
Right onto 193 
Right onto 49 (.3 miles)
(2nd) Left on Combellac/bear right to Cold Springs Road AT 96.1 Miles
Left on Gold Hill Rd AT 101.7 miles
Left on Lotus Road AT 104.4 Miles
Right on Green Valley Rd AT 107.8 Miles
Left on El Dorado Hills Blvd (4 miles to Hwy 50) AT 116.8 Miles
[bookmark: _GoBack]I'm thinking that this is at least a 3 to 3.5. The speeds are not fast in most areas (40-55) and we will be spending a good deal of time on the back roads, but there are tight turns and technical aspects to the roads (some unevenness and narrow spots, turns ranging from 15-35 mph ). All in all the ride is anywhere from 130 to 150 miles depending on where people live so it's not a lot of miles, but we're at a slower pace so it'll take a few hours. There is a Vallero Station on Green Valley Road at about the 120 mile mark. After the ride, depending on where everyone is headed for home, you can make the decision as to go ahead and take Hwy 50 home, or I will be continuing on El Dorado Hills Blvd to Latrobe Road and back to Hwy 16 back to Elk Grove. Anyone headed to that area is welcome to continue the route with me.
